AGENDA ITEM # 4 - ENFORCEMENT REPORT — Beth Shaffer

Ms. Shaffer reported that for the period of November 18, 2005 through January 27, 2006
there are currently 41 open cases pending. Forty-six cases were closed at the November
18, 2005 meeting and 1 case opened since that date. A summary of recently completed
and pending cases was provided. A copy of the enforcement report is on file with the
minutes of the meeting.

Ms. Shaffer presented the Board with the second quarter Enforcement Statistics for

FY 2006. Compared with second quarter 2005 there is a small decrease in open cases
pending which is attributed to the large number of expired license cases closed at the last
meeting.

STATUS OF BOARD ACTIONS

Mary Keller

Ms. Keller’s license was issued as directed by the Board and the letter requesting that she
update the board about her status and address was sent. Recently, Ms. Keller’s attorney
contacted the Board indicating that she has a new address at a facility in Leavittsburg,
Ohio.

Reporting Disciplinary Actions to the Commission on Dietetic Registration

During the November 18, 2005 meeting, the Board discussed whether a referral should be
made to the Commission on Dietetic Registration (CDR) or the American Dietetic
Association (ADA) Ethics Committee regarding disciplined dietitians. It was the practice
of the Board in the past to make referrals to CDR’s Ethics Committee when disciplinary
actions were taken against the licenses of Ohio dietitians who were also RD’s. Then the
Ethics Committee moved to the American Dietetic Association. The Board directed staff
to contact CDR/ADA to see which area is receiving such referrals, and to provide
referrals accordingly.



Ms. Shaffer reported that the Ethics committee is interested in referrals from State
Licensing Boards related to disciplined Registered Dietitians. They do not want referrals
for unlicensed practice issues that are concluded at the state level. Therefore, the Board
will refer final actions taken against Registered Dietitians to the ADA Ethics Committee
with the exception of unlicensed practice. Accordingly, final actions recently taken
regarding Mary Keller and Sandra Hathaway were referred to the Ethics Committee of
the American Dietetic Association.

Sandra Hathaway

Sandra Hathaway has submitted a certificate of completion as required in partial
fulfillment of the probationary conditions placed upon her license to practice dietetics.
She completed “Care Planning for Nutrition Professionals in Long Term Care” self-study
program prior to the January deadline ordered by the Board.

AGENDA ITEM #6 - REVIEW OF DRAFT REVISIONS TO GUIDELINE D

The Board was presented with a draft of proposed revisions to Guideline D “Unlicensed
Assistive Personnel”. The purpose of the document is to provide guidelines for task
delegation and use of titles by unlicensed, non-exempt personnel who may be engaged in
tasks related to the practice of nutrition and dietetics. Additionally, the Board desires to
incorporate related information regarding the provision of general non-medical nutrition
information by assistive persons.

Upon review and discussion of the draft, the Board made a number of editorial
suggestions and revisions and requested that the guideline be brought back to the Board
at a subsequent meeting for continued review.

Staff will incorporate the suggestions and revise the document for review at the March
meeting.

AGENDA ITEM #7—FINANCIAL REPORT- Kay Mavko

The financial report was presented for the months of November and December including
Allocations and Appropriations, Expenditures, Revenues to Date. Expenditures for the
month of November were $27,128 and $16,836 for June. Revenue collected for
November was $2,730 and for December was $2,181. The mid-year revenue to date
collected is $155,963. Revenue to date is higher than usual as compared to December
FY 2005 due to a shift the collection of renewal fees and late fees during the early
months of the fiscal year 2006.

AGENDA ITEM # 9—DISCUSSION OF PERTINENT LEGISLATIVE MATTERS

HB 66 — Budget Bill — Transfer and consolidation of requlatory boards

The transition team charged under HB 66 with providing a transition plan for 20 Boards
(including OBD) concluded its meetings and submitted the required report by December
31, 2005. The committee’s recommendations are posted on the Department of
Administrative Services website and have been reviewed by the Board members.




The transition team has recommend that the 20 affected Boards all be transitioned to the
Department of Commerce (rather than to Commerce, Health and Safety) and that the
model within Commerce should be lead by an executive who will oversee the activities of
the agencies. The recommendations include maintaining all staff for at least an 18 month
period, switching to the Commerce version of CAVU, does not change the previously
anticipated levels of funding for the affected agencies, maintains the 4K9 fund and
appropriation line items, and maintains board specific investigators. The report did not
identify any cost savings, and indicates that there would be significant additional costs for
the transition. It predicts similar operational costs following the completion of the
transfer.

There has been an indication that LSC is drafting legislation based upon the report
recommendations. It is unclear in what form such legislation would be introduced.

Staff will continue to monitor this issue and update the Board.

SB 222 — Proposal to Eliminate the Consolidation of Requlatory Boards

Senators K. Coughlin and R. Gardner introduced SB 222 which proposes to eliminate the
transition and consolidation of the 20 Regulatory Boards that was incorporated into HB66
— Budget Bill. It would also restore appropriations for the 20 agencies that were removed
from the FY 2007 Budget Bill. The bill has been assigned to the Senate Finance
Committee, however there have been no hearings to date. Chairman Coughlin indicated
that other issues have priority at this time.

The professional associations of the affected Boards are supporting SB222 and are
working with the sponsors, committee members and legislators to seek it’s enactment.

Sub HB 117 (Reidelbach) and SB 98 (Clancy)

Companions bills Sub HB 117- version 4 and Sub SB 98 have had no official activity
since the November meeting.  In addition to OBD’s concerns, the Medical,
Psychology, and Chiropractic Boards, Ohio State Medical Association, Podiatric Medical
Association and Ohio Chapter of the American Massage Therapy Association, Ohio
Board of Nursing also have expressed continued opposition.

HB 349 — Pawpaw as State Fruit

Ms. Mavko reported that HB 349 proposing to adopt the pawpaw as the state fruit as
introduced by Representative Jimmy Stewart has had no activity. This legislation does
not appear to affect the practice of dietetics in Ohio, so it is likely that the Board will
remain neutral on this bill.

SB 113 - Diabetes Cost Reduction Act
The Ohio Dietetic Association is continuing to support the Diabetes Cost Reduction Act.
There is no activity to report since the November meeting.




AGENDA ITEM # 10—BOARD REPORTS

Board Chairman — Dr. Holben

1. Dr. Holben acknowledged that he is completing his year tenure as
Chairman of the Board and thanked the Board, staff, the Assistant
Attorney General, and ODA liaison for their efforts. He also
reminded the members that elections for Chairman and Vice
Chairman positions would occur later in the meeting.

2. Dr. Holben reminded the Board of the upcoming Legislative
workshop March 30, 2006, and the ODA annual meeting in May 2006
and encouraged other Board members to attend if they are able.

ODA Liaison — Pat McKnight —

1.

Ms. McKnight reported that plans are progressing for the 16™ Annual Legislation
and Public Policy Workshop scheduled for March 30, 2006. A tour of the
statehouse is being added to the agenda this year. Ms. McKnight will give some
brochures to the Director for use and inquiries.

The Infant Formula bill HB 419 was scheduled for a hearing, but the hearing was
cancelled. The legislation proposes that health plans (including public employee
plans) provide qualified benefits for amino-acid based formulas when prescribed
by a physician to treat diagnosed inborn errors of amino acid, organic acid and
fatty acid metabolism.

Ms. Mcknight updated the Board on the efforts of the Ohio Dietetic Association
and other professional associations to stop the consolidation of the regulatory
boards. SB 222 has been assigned to the Health Committee chaired by Senator
Coughlin. There appears to be little support for the transition in the Senate, and
numerous senators indicate that they will support SB222.

Ms. McKnight reported that the athletic trainers have introduced HB435 that
would affect the way that athletic trainers can be hired in schools. The goal is to
allow them to be hired as classified rather than certified employees. The Ohio
Dietetic Association is also interested in this matter as a similar situation affects
dietitians who work in schools.

Ohio Action for Healthy Kids advocacy group is sponsoring three breakfast
meetings for legislators and interested persons in the public to discuss school
foods and potential school foods related legislation. The first breakfast was held
in October, 2005, and others are scheduled for February 15, 2006, and March
2006.

Senator Ray Miller has introduced SB 160 that proposes to require the Medical

Board to establish criteria for cultural competency instruction programs.
Additionally the legislation requires that applicants for the medical examination
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and certificate holders applying for renewal must complete Board specified
instruction in cultural competency that addresses the problems of race and gender-
based disparities in medical treatment.

6. The Wellness Advisory Committee final report on best practices for wellness
councils will be out soon. The intent of the report is to suggest guidelines for
school wellness policies that can be adopted by local school districts.

Directors Report — Kay Mavko
1. Ms. Mavko reported that the OBD website has been updated and re-designed to
be more user friendly for the general public and licensees.

2. A web based solution for providing Board generated jurisprudence continuing
education modules has been identified. By using a free testing option Ms. Mavko
has experimented with the web based Quia program and feels that it will make
access to jurisprudence modules easier for licensees, and reduce the
administrative workload that resulted in grading and providing certificates to
dietitians taking OBD modules. A link to a sample module and quiz was
provided to Board members prior to the meeting for their review and testing. The
Board members indicated that the site seems to meet the needs of licensees and is
easy to use.

Ms. Mavko indicated that a 1lyear subscription to the Quia site costs $297. The
Board members questioned how many years it would take to assess the
effectiveness of the solution and Ms. Mavko indicated that a minimum of two
years appears to be appropriate. The following motion resulted:

3. The auditors office has announced that a new on-line website for State of Ohio
Employee Online Earnings Statements is available for employees, including
Board members. The purpose is to give employees secure on-line access to
earnings statements and reduce agency expenses related to mailing earnings
statements. Employees may register on-line if they choose to receive their
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statements in this way. Each Board member was provided with the
announcement information.

Ms. Mavko presented the Board with an inquiry from a dietitian who is requesting
information about clinical privileges for dietitian order writing, and she is
requesting the Board’s position on this matter. The previous direction provided
by the Board for responding to this question appears to need updating. Ms. Mavko
asked the Board to review the old suggested response and references. She
suggested adding the following materials to the Board’s responses to questions
regarding order writing:

ADA 9/12/2006 letter to dietitians from Rebecca Reeves, President; the Reading
list suggested by ADA; and the White Paper 482.28 Conditions of Participation:
Food and Dietetic Services Interpretive Guidelines for Therapeutic Diet.

After discussion, the Board reached consensus and directed Ms. Mavko to
incorporate the suggested materials into the response provided by staff when
questions about order writing arise. A copy of the letter of inquiry and materials
to be added are attached to the minutes of the meeting.

The interim report of the American Dietetic Association Dietetic Education Task
Force has been released. It indicates that a subcommittee analyzed the initial
comments on the Task Force Report in order to identify 1) themes of topics, 2)
topics for clarification in communication; and 3) topics where more information
was needed. The task force is continuing to review the results of comments and
planning their next steps.

During the January 20-22, 2006 meeting the Task Force will review the facts and
data used to arrive at their previous recommendations, and consider the input of
stakeholders. They will receive an update on the CDR Practice Audit results and
2005 Compensation and Benefits survey results, plus additional facts and data
related to education of future practitioners. A third interim report will be posted
in February and a final report to the House of Delegates will occur during the
Spring 2006 HOD meeting.

Following the release of the interim report the OBD office received an inquiry
from a dietitian asking what privileges a DCN graduate of the proposed seamless
doctor of clinical nutrition programs would have. Ms. Mavko questioned how she
should respond.

The Board discussed the question and determined that it is premature to comment
on what privileges the potential graduates may have. The Board can only
interpret existing law and rules and those remain the same. The current licensure
requirements include the baccalaureate degrees (or higher) from an ADA
approved program. If the minimum educational requirement for ADA approved
programs increases, the Board would have to consider potential changes in the
laws and rules at that time. Ms. Mavko was directed to respond that it is not
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appropriate to comment at this time on the additional privileges that might ensue
for dietitians with a clinical doctorate, and to provide the dietitian with the
currently approved information on order writing based on current laws and rules.

A copy of the interim Dietetic Education Task Force Report, January 2006 is
attached to the minutes of the meeting.

The implementation dates for the state wide OAKS project have been pushed
back. Core HR, Time and Labor, Payroll and Data warehouse functions will be
implemented in December 2006. Benefits administration will be implemented in
April 2007 to coincide with open enrollment.

General Ledger, Accounts payable, Procurement and Accounts receivable are
scheduled for July 2007.

Human Capital (HR) Billing, Expense and Catalog management will occur in
January 2008. Additional financial functionality will occur in July 2008.

A copy of the memo from the project manager is attached to the minutes of the
meeting.

Ms. Mavko indicated that a dietetics student who is graduating early in March has
expressed interest in the Intermittent Clerk 1 position this summer. After a review
of her resume and a brief telephone interview, the candidate seems well qualified.

She is scheduled for an on-site interview on February 3, 2006.

The position is budgeted for 1,000 hours and the Director is seeking approval by
the Board to hire someone to fill it as early as the third week of March to assist in
the preparation, printing and stuffing of renewal applications. Following
discussion about the benefits of getting the intermittent clerk in place the
following motion resulted:

Ms. Mavko announced that the Attorney General and Ethics Commission are
planning a seminar designed specifically for Board and Commission members
who have not had prior training. The training will take place on March 2, 2006.
Ms. Rogers and Mr. Mermis will attend, and Ms. Mavko will submit their
registrations. A copy of the memo describing the seminar is attached to the
minutes of the meeting. Unlike previous years, there is no fee.

Ms. Mavko received notice from the American Dietetic Association that the
Commission on Dietetic Registration has established a two—step incremental
increase in the application fees to take the entry-level registration examinations
for dietitians and dietetic technicians . Effective January 2006 the dietitian fee
will increase from $125 to $175, and the dietetic technician fee will increase from
$80 to $100. Effective January 2008, the dietitian fees will increase to $200 and
the dietetic technician fees will increase to $120. A copy of the memo is attached
to the minutes of the meeting.

Ms. Mavko presented a draft Policy regarding the processing of “Incomplete
Renewal Applications” Policy 4.4A. The policy clarifies the process for
providing a Notice of Incomplete Application, modifies the notice to clearly
indicate the late period dates for completion of renewal applications, incorporates
changes to the Late Penalty Notice, and revises the second notice letter. A
couple of additional suggestions were made by Board members to the text of the
letter and the policy and procedure were approved as amended.

A draft of policy 4.1 A “Incomplete Applications” was also presented to the
Board. This policy and procedure describes the process for notification of
applicants who have incomplete applications on file for initial licenses and for
reactivation, and reinstatement or licenses to practice dietetics. The procedure
includes notification that partial or missing fees must be complete within 45 days
or the Board may propose to deny issuance of the license. Partial fees received
during the last month of the fiscal year will be closely monitored, and applicants
encouraged to complete them as soon as possible. Applications pending for
longer than 6 months may be docketed and the Board may propose to deny
issuance of the license for failure to complete the application. The policy and
procedure were approved by the Board.
